CLEAN AIR FOR YOUR ENGINE

A gasoline engine takes in more than 8,000 gallons of air when it burns a
gallon of fuel! And there is dirt in the air. If the dirt is not taken out, it can
soon damage an engine. We know of cases where dirt has ruined an en-
gine in as little as a half-day of work. To give longer engine life, the engine
must have an efficient air cleaner.

inside of your nose stop the dirt and keep it from entering your lungs.
When your nose collects dirt, you feel that you need to blow it. Blowing
your nose is a way to clean your “air cleaner.” An engine air cleaner works
in much the same way as the air cleaner in your nose, except that in the
engine the dust particles are trapped by an oil film or a paper element.

AN OIL BATH AIR CLEANER

The most common air cleaner used on tractor engines is the oil bath type.
It has a screen that is automatically washed with oil. The air coming down
through the air intake stack passes through the surface of the oil held in
the small cup. Some of the oil is carried up into the separating screen: then
it drains back into the cup. This process keeps the separating screen oiled
and washes the dirt back into the cup. The fine dust not trapped when the
air passes over the surface of the oil will be caught by the oil film in the

separating screen. The cleaned air flows on into the engine.

The amount of oil picked up by the air as it passes through the cup is con-
trolled by small holes in the inner cup. On some cleaners it is controlled by
a hole in a baffle plate. Only a given amount of oil will flow through the
holes. The amount of oil is controlled so that at full load and high speeds
the oil will not be carried into the engine.

DRY AIR CLEANERS

A dry type of air cleaner is often used as a pre-cleaner at the air entry end
of the intake stack. It is used to remove some of the heavier dust particles
and lighten the load on the main cleaner. The most common type of pre-
cleaner has vanes or baffles that swirl the air as it enters. This causes the
heavier dust particles to be thrown to the outside and trapped in a glass or
plastic collector. The operator can tell at a glance if the collector needs to
be emptied.

-Some of the later model tractors have a dry type of air cleaner which uses
a paper element in place of an oil bath for removing the dust. The element
is made of special paper and must be cleaned periodically so that air flow
to the engine is not restricted. A restricted air intake causes power loss
and increased fuel consumption. On a diesel, a restricted air cleaner will

cause smoking and loss of power.

RULES FOR PROLONGING TRACTOR TIRE LIFE
8”0' 1. Keep all oil and grease off tires.
Inspect tires frequently for cuts and bruises and repair them properly and
promptly.
3. Check tire inflation at least once every two weeks, preferably oftener.
4. Remove foreign particles from tractor tires.
5.  Operate the tractor with a minimum of tire slippage.
6. Own and use a good tire pump.
7.  Keep the tractor jacked up when not in service for a long period of time.
8. Keep the tires protected from sunlight as much as possible.
9.  Use care when driving on highways. Don’t tow the tractor at high speeds.
10. Occasionally rotate tires between wheels to distribute wear more evenly.

We all love dinosaurs. Those big, meat eating dinos with those sharp teeth could make mincemeat out of their prey.

Did you ever consider that your lawnmower has a lot in common with T-Rex? That fast-moving blade can make
mincemeat out of our hands, legs and feet in the blink of an eye. What makes it even more dangerous is that a lawn
mower can inflict serious injury or even death without even coming into contact with someone - it can fling rocks and
other debris with incredible speed, killing bystanders or nearby playing children.

How safe are you and your family members when it comes to lawn mowers?

Use the following checklist to “muzzle” your mower.

Is yard checked for debris (rocks, sticks, toys, etc.) prior to mowing?
Is lawn mower filled with gas when engine is cool?
Is mower started on level ground where you have firm footing?
Do you always push the mower and never ever pull the mower toward you?
Push mowers - Do you mow across slopes rather than up & down?
Riding Mowers - Do you mow up and down slopes rather than across (avoiding roll-overs)?
Do all operators wear shoes with good tread and protect the tops of feet?
Is the mower turned off and sparkplugs removed before unplugging blockages and adjusting blades?
(See mowers manual for instructions.)
Tip: There are reported cases where the turned off engine started if the blade is rotated.
Do you ALWAYS observe the No Rider rule?
Tip: Love them enough to say “No”.
Do you avoid mowing where the debris is flung toward the road, house or people?
Are all people and pets out of the area when you mow?
Do you always look behind you before backing up?
Do you keep hands and feet away from moving blades?

Before leaving a riding mower, do you always park on a level spot with the brake set, shut off the engine
and remove the key?

Behind every lawn mower, there’s room
for only one “behind” - yours!
No extra riders!

Sure, it's cute to allow children to ride on our laps when we mow the
yard (or drive an ATV or tractor for that matter). But what is NOT cute
is taking them to the hospital or even worse, attending their funeral.

Each year, extra riders fall from moving vehicles causing broken ap-
pendages, crushed skills, and lacerated limbs. Yes, it's difficult to tell
them “no”, but much more difficult to see them severely injured or to
attend their funeral instead.

Love them enough to say “no” to extra riders.
