Tractor Trivia Answers.....

1. When John Deere first started putting padded seats on it’s
tractors, they were covered with black material. No one
really knows why but a guess would be that black seats
wouldn’t show dirt, grease and oil stains as easily as a
lighter color. When the 620 and 720 tractors were made, you
could order either black or yellow seats. While black didn’t
show stains, it also gets hotter when sitting in the sun.

2. The first pedal that was modeled after a real tractor was a
John Deere “B” made in 1948. Since the company didn’t
have John Deere’s permission to make something that
looked like one of their tractors, they painted them red!
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
